INTRODUCTION 
 
Chapter 20 is the “calm after the storm.”   
  
Chapter 19 concluded the 7 year tribulation with Christ’s coming with 
power and great glory at Armageddon.  
 
 
4 basic things about the Millennium… 
 
 

I.  SATAN RESTRAINED – vs. 1-3 

 

 
A.  THE PERSON BOUND – Read v. 2 
 
 
Satan called Dragon = because he’s cruel – powerful – and ferocious.  
Satan called Serpent = because he’s crafty and subtle.  
Satan called Devil = because he’s the accuser and slanderer. 
Satan called Satan = because he’s our adversary. 
 
 
 He’s the enemy of everything good – holy – pure and moral.  
 
 
 1 Peter 5:8 – “Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as 
a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour:” 
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B.  THE PERIOD WHEN SATAN IS BOUND – V. 2 
 
 Bound = a thousand years. 
 
 
 
C.  THE PLACE WHERE SATAN IS BOUND – V. 3 
 
 
 
D.  THE PURPOSE FOR WHICH SATAN IS BOUND  
 
 
• A world formerly dominated by Satan’s sin will now be ruled by Jesus 
and righteousness. 
 
• A world torn with war and disaster will in the Millennium enjoy a thousand 
years of peace.  
 
• A golden age of man’s intelligence and energies will be used to rebuild 
the world and live for the glory of God.

 Jeremiah 23:5 – “Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will raise 
unto David a righteous Branch, and a King shall reign and prosper, and 
shall execute judgment and justice in the earth.

Isaiah 35:6-7 – “…for in the wilderness shall waters break out, and streams 
in the desert.
